1.	 Using a T10 bit remove the two (2) screws attaching the hood latch handle. Figure 1.

2.	 Using a body panel pry tool, remove the push pins from the under hood cowl to remove the cowl 
from the vehicle. Figure 2.

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3.	 Using a 10mm socket wrench, remove the four (4) screws along the top of the grille. Figure 3.

4.	 Using a panel pry tool, remove the front 1/4 of the front fender flare by releasing the push pins. 
Figure 4-5.

5.	 Using a 7mm socket wrench, remove the screw in the side of the valance. Figure 6.

6.	 Remove the valances on either side of the grille by pulling outward to release the plastic clips. 
Figure 7.

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7.	 If equipped, disconnect the grille camera washer hose. Figure 8.

8.	 If equipped, disconnect the grille camera wiring harness. Figure 9.

9.	 Remove the grille by pulling outward starting on one side and working across to release the clips.

10.	 Using a 15mm socket wrench with a long extension, remove the two (2) screws behind the bumper 
at the bottom of the bumper mounting brackets. Figure 11.

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11.	 Using a 15mm socket wrench, remove the two (2) screws at the top of the bumper mounting 
brackets. Figure 12.

12.	 Using a 15mm socket wrench, remove the two (2) screws from the bumper gussets. Figure 13.

13.	 If applicable, disconnect the block heater wiring harness on the driver’s side of the vehicle. Figure 14.

14.	 Disconnect the bumper electrical wiring harness on the passenger side of the vehicle. Figure 15.

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15.	 Using a 15mm socket wrench, remove the four (4) screws per bumper bracket. Figure 16.

16.	 Using a 10mm socket wrench, remove the four (4) screws from the intercooler shroud. Figure 17.

17.	 If equipped with parking sensors, use 15mm socket to remove bolts inside OEM bumper inner 
structure to access sensors. Figure 18.

18.	 Remove parking sensors from OEM bumper. Be sure to mark orientation of sensor in housing, and 
sensor housing in bumper. Figure 19-20

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19.	 If applicable, reinstall the sensor housings into the bumper in the same location and orientation 
in which they were removed. Two sensors in the lower guard (23247/23248) and one in each wing of the 
bumper (23180/23181). Use the provided epoxy (61632) to secure them in place. Figure 21. (Note: If your 
truck does not have sensors, use the provided rubber grommets, and plugs to fill the sensor holes)

20.	 Install lower guard (IF INSTALLING A WINCH, REFER TO WINCH TRAY INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS) 
by rotating it into position from the bottom of the bumper as shown below. Install three ½” fasteners (as 
provided in hardware bag labeled 20260-HW) per side with bolt heads facing the inside of the bumper.

21.	 After epoxy has fully dried, insert sensors into the housings in the wing and lower guard 
(23247/23248) in the correct OEM orientation. Route and secure OEM wire harness with zip ties. Figure 23.

22.	 OPTIONAL: Install light pods at this time. Please refer to individual manufacturers wiring 
instructions and see image below as mounting reference.  Figure 24

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23.	 Install mounting brackets (23187 & 23188) using two (2) OEM bolts in front of frame horn (15mm 
socket), and two (2) OEM bolts through frame rail (18mm socket and wrench). Repeat for both sides. Figure 
25-26.

24.	 Install block heater plug into hole in DS mounting bracket (23187). Figure 27.

25.	 With assistance, lift the bumper (23180/23181) up to the brackets (23187 & 23188) and secure it 
loosely using the provided eight (8) bolt stacks of 1/2”-13 x 2”, yellow zinc hex bolt, flat washers, lock washer, 
and hex nuts. (Figure 28) (50549-HW)

26.	 With assistance, lift and center the bumper to the vehicle and using a pair of 3/4” wrenches, fully 
tighten down the eight (8) 1/2”-13 bolts securing the bumper (22192) to the brackets (22193 & 22194).

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27.	 Use the provided 1/2” hex head bolts with washers and nuts to mount the two tow hooks (61366) 
to the bumper (20260-HW). Figure 30.
